Use 
 

The Nut Insulator is used to cover the hex bolts and nuts etc. 

used to join busbars in electrical switchboards, when the bars 

are covered by insulation material. 

  

Description  
  

The Nut Insulator will accommodate a typical belleville 

washer, or flat and spring washer for the bolt size (e.g. M10). 

It is high enough to allow for a normal amount of protrusion 

of the bolt or screw through the nut. The cap can be used on 

the bolt head or nut. 

 

The three ‘fingers’ inside the cap exert sufficient pressure 

against the bolt head or nut to keep it in place, but allow 

removal by hand. This also allows for the small variations in 

head size. 

  

The easy addition of the shaft ring increases the pressure on 

the bolt head or nut. This is used when the nut insulator 

should only be removed by a tool in accordance with the 

relevant standards. A lever is inserted between one of the 

external ribs and the bar. The ribs also indicate the position of 

the ‘flats’ on the bolt head to facilitate positioning. 
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Material  
 

The nut insulators are injection moulded from type 6 nylon, flame retarded.
